Items we DO NOT ACCEPT:
· Car Electronics - Radios - Amplifiers - Wiring - etc. 
· Home Consumer Electronics - Boom Boxes - Radios - Phones – Fax Machines - Phone Cable - Power Strips - Vacuum Cleaners – Stereo Equipment (AV Receivers, Turn Tables, cassette player, CD/DVD/Blu-Ray player, Amplifiers, Equalizers, Speakers, Speaker Cable) - Clocks or Clock Radios - Refrigerators - Toaster Ovens - Washer - Dryers - etc.
· Computer Electronics - Anything over 30lbs in weight for example - Industrial Sized Printer/Fax/Copy Machines on their own wheels. We don't have the equipment to lift these types of computer equipment.
· Populated Computer Cabinets like networking cabinets with backup batteries still installed in the cabinet. We can take the empty cabinet and all the components that have been removed from the cabinet individually. 
· Hazardous Materials - very specifically electronics that have a leaking battery, for example a battery backup unit with a lead acid battery that has been damaged and is cracked leaking its materials.
· Damaged laptop with damaged battery that is deformed or cracked. Massive fire hazard - broken computer screens leaking lead or mercury. Computers that have been stored outside filled with debris like leaves, water, and rodent waste or dead rodents. Or rusty desktop computers.  Laptops with broken screens - screens contain lead and mercury. Liquid Crystal Displays contain mercury. And LED screens have lead. (LED stands for light-emitting diode and used lead to connect these diodes together)
· Scanners with broken glass.
· Televisions of any type.
· Monitors that have the screen broken, monitors contain lead, mercury, and some acids if the monitor is a liquid screen type.
· Glass is a safety hazard if broken.
