Work on the 49™ Street ditch
culvert that has caused a long-term
closure will be completed soon and the
roadway opened.

Street between 47" and 35 Avenues,
replace a non-potable waterline along
42" Street and install a new sanitary
sewer main on State Street. Make sure to
follow this newsletter for updates all year!

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Are you looking to put up a shed, pergola, or other accessory structure
in your yard? Learn about City code requirements to help set you up for
success:

Permits are required for most accessory structures.

Plans showing how the structure will be built and materials used
must be included with the permit application.

A plot plan showing where the structure will be located on the
property is also required.

In most cases, City code states that accessory structures must be a
minimum 5 feet from the side yard lot line, depending on the
structure height, and 20 feet from the rear yard lot line. Properties
with alleys adjacent to the rear lot line may have a lesser rear
setback.

Accessory structures like sheds and shops must be made of colors
and materials similar to those of the primary structure. If the
primary structure has tan siding and a brown shingle roof, the
accessory structure must also be made with tan siding and a brown
shingle roof.
