Food trucks and beer vendors will keep the food and drinks 
flowing throughout the weekend.

It’s Evans Sesquicentennial anniversary, and for the first time in the city’s 150 year 
history, Evans will hold a State of the City address on Thursday, September 26th 
from 7:30am-9am at the Riverside Library in Evans.  The event is free and open to 
the public.

“It’s the perfect time to hold the first-ever State of the City address,” Evans 
Economic Director Allison Moeding, said.  “Evans has so much momentum right 
now, and with the 150 year anniversary, it’s prime time for Evans to tout its major 
accomplishments and the future of our community.”

The State of the City address will feature several speakers, including Evans Mayor 
Brian Rudy and City Manager Jim Becklenberg. Topics will cover the 2020 City 
outlook, economic development, 
infrastructure updates, residential 
growth, and community activities. 

“We hope everyone drinks several cups 
of coffee because we’re going to cover a 
lot of ground,” Becklenberg said with a 
chuckle. “The road ahead is promising for 
Evans and we want our community to be 
involved and informed.”

When the day arrives for the State of the 
City address, Evans will be two weeks 
removed from Heritage Day, the city’s 
signature celebration that’s held annually 
at City Park in Evans. Heritage Day will be a strong catapult into the State of the 
City address because 2019’s festival will be the biggest blowout in the history of 
the event. In 2019, Heritage Day expands into a two-day festival, complete with 
fireworks and a 5k. 

“Heritage Day exemplifies the momentum we have here in Evans,” Mayor Brian 
Rudy said. “We’ll be fresh off of that celebration, and when we head into the State 
of the City, we will have the wind at our backs, ready to deliver valuable news and 
information to our residents.”

WHO CAN PARTICIPATE?    
All residents of the City of Evans, Colorado. Evans utility customers who pay for 
their trash service through their bill will receive vouchers via mail.

WHAT YOU NEED TO BRING
Bring the free cleanup voucher attached to the letter you received in the mail. 
You will also be required to present proof of residency in the form of a driver 
license or Evans utility bill verifying your address.

MORE THAN 1 VOUCHER?
You can purchase  additional vouchers at the event with proof of residency for 
$10 per load (cash only). You can also buy additional vouchers at the Evans 
Community Complex during normal business hours (M-F, 8am-5pm). Trailers 

and loads larger than one pickup bed will require multiple vouchers.

CAN I BRING TIRES?
Waste tires will be accepted for an additional fee of $2 

per passenger vehicle tire without a wheel. All other 
tires will cost more. The second lowest fee will be 

$7 for passenger vehicle tires with wheels.

WHAT ITEMS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED?
Weld County recycling guides will be available at the event or from the City by 
request. The guide will help residents determine what items will not be accepted 
at the cleanup. Examples include: electronics, refrigerants, and household 
hazardous wastes such as paint, cleaning chemicals, and a variety of other items 
which require special disposal.

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Checking in | City Projects update 
The Road Ahead looks promising for the City of Evans. With several projects underway during the summer of 2019, several city 
streets are under repair and in line for improvement as more upgrades are scheduled for 2020.

Finishing touches on 35th Avenue  

Heading into the final week of August, the 35th Avenue 
Widening project looked plush and drove smooth. Traffic 
opened in all directions earlier in the month and the final 

touches were being placed on the project as August came to a close.  Only 
minor details remain before the City can officially place a check on the 
35th Avenue Widening Project, but another crucial Capital Improvement 
Project in Evans is nearly complete. 

Entering the week of September 3rd, six new streetlights from XCEL 
Energy were on deck and waiting to be installed. The foundation had been laid on both sides of the road and all six streetlights 
were expected to be installed shortly after Labor Day.  

Irrigation within a city street isn’t obvious, but it is crucial to water flow management. The irrigation portion of the 35th Avenue 
project was carefully orchestrated so that it would  be one of the final objectives completed before the project received a check 
of completion. Once the irrigation is complete and the new streetlights installed, a sidewalk and trail is in the blueprints on the 
east side. Final seeding and landscaping will follow the sidewalk construction and the metaphorical confetti can drop on the 
completed 35th Avenue Widening Project.  

“We’re proud of this project,” Evans Civil Engineer Mark Oberschmidt said. “Our contractors battled several rounds of heavy 
snow in the winter and an unseasonably wet summer. Despite the turbulent weather, they were diligent, and their persistence 
paid off. The road looks beautiful and traffic is running smooth in the area.”

31st Street & HWY 85 Access Control 
Safety is taking precedent along 31st street and adjacent to 
Highway 85, where the 31st Street Access Control project has 
reached several, crucial project objectives.  

The initiative broke ground in early August with the goal of enhancing 
safety and signal timing at the intersection of 31st Street and US Highway 
85.  At the intersection of the two roads, three streets  feed into the 
intersection.  At the onset of the project, all entry points were controlled 
by their own, separate traffic signals.   

The first phase of the initiative includes relocating traffic on 8th Avenue to the west along Southgate Drive. Then south, back to 
31st Street on the west side of the Dollar Store.  The southern section of 8th Avenue in front of the Kum and Go will be replaced 
with landscaping and a 10 foot wide sidewalk. The cost of the project is just under one million dollars, with approximately three 
fourths being paid for by Federal Funds through the Surface Transportation Program (STP) administered by the State of Colorado.

35th Avenue

31st  Street
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During construction, the city expects that traffic will be maintained on existing roads until 
the replacement roads are constructed and ready for traffic. There may be minor delays 
associated with building the last portions of the roadways at the connection points. 

“It’s going really well,” Evans Public Works Director Randy Ready, said. “This project is necessary for the safety of our residents and 
commuters. It’s a highly trafficked and important intersection and we want to make sure it’s as safe as possible to travel through.”

37th Street Utilities 
Good things come to those who wait. When it comes to the 
37th Street Utilities Project, great things are coming! As Labor 
Day drew near, the checklist of accomplishments continued 

to grow on the vital street maintenance project adjacent to the Evans 
Community Complex.  

Water Line World 

Water World was probably Kevin Costner’s worst attempt at acting, and 
while the water line installation on the 37th Street Utilities Project won’t draw millions to the box office, it is a more effective use 
of time and resources than making bad movies.  

A new water line is scheduled to be installed post Labor Day, but before the water line can be implemented, construction crew will 
begin roto milling (saw cutting the edge of the trench where they’re going to put the water line in) on the center of the road. The 
roto milling will occur between 17th & 23rd Avenue on 37th Street. Installation of erosion control and survey will follow the roto 
mill, ensuring sediment does not congest inlets. 

To ensure the safety of drivers, pedestrians, and the construction crew, a traffic control plan will be in place prior to roto milling. 
Two, center lanes will be closed off to allow the saw cutting machine to enter and exit the roto milling area.t 

The “main” objective 

A new main was installed and sewer service connections were established, along with side-street lateral sewer main 
connections. 
WEEK OF Aug 18th-23rd 

The 37th Street Utilities project checked off several milestones that were crucial to the completion of the project. Nearly 1,000 feet 
of sanitary sewer main was assembled at 37th Street, from Belmont to 17th Avenue. Along with the updated sewer main, three 
new manholes were constructed along that route. Both the sanitary sewer main and manhole construction are 98% complete. 

Thank you, Evans PD! Duran Excavating, the primary contractor for the37th Street Utilities project established highly effective 
traffic control in the area during construction hours. With Centennial Elementary directly adjacent to the construction, Duran 
was assisted by the Evans Police Department, who masterfully facilitated traffic during first week of school and prevented any 
potential pedestrian accidents.  The PD will remain active in the area throughout the month of August, but successful traffic 
control during the first week of school means the PD will reduce their presence in front of Centennial Elementary. That will provide 
them with more effective manpower to protect and serve our community.

Go West Young Man! 

Moving west on 37th Street to the intersection of 17th Avenue, more critical milestones were reached. Traffic control and asphalt 
patching in the intersection should be complete by August 24th. Asphalt patching from 17th Avenue to 15th Avenue began on 
Friday, August 23rd and is scheduled to be complete by August 24th. A new manhole was connected to the city’s existing sewer 
system. The newly constructed manhole will initiate the process of bypassing the soon-to-be abandoned old sewer system--
ultimately, upgrading the aged and undersized sewer.

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Evans PD delivers over 300 backpacks to children in need 
WATCH the Evans PD deliver backpacks before school starts 

Evans, Colo – On the eve of the 2019-2020 school 
year, Centennial Elementary School received a knock on the 
door from Evans Police Department. The visit wasn’t a result of 
suspicious activity or wrongdoing. The visit was the result of a 
community-wide effort to provide backpacks to children in need 
for the 2019-2020 school year. 

“It’s one of the best calls we can go out on,” Evans Police Chief 
Rick Brandt, said. “To be able to provide children with basic needs 
for the first day of school is a major boost to their education and 
experience.” 

The Evans Police Department delivered over 300 backpacks to 
Centennial, Dos Rios, and Union Colony Elementary Schools in 
Evans. The backpacks were filled with basic school supplies like glue, pencils, rulers, 
erasers, and several other types of learning necessities.  

“It’s really remarkable to see how our community came together to help our kiddos. 
It never ceases to amaze me how giving our residents are,” Brandt said. 

At the beginning of August, the Evans PD encouraged residents to donate school 
supplies to children, and the Evans community did not disappoint, donating enough 
supplies to fill each one of the 300-plus backpacks. The Evans Fraternal Order of 
Police donated 38 backpacks and one local business came through with a major 
donation. Screen-printing company Huston Graphics and Printing purchased 
approximately 30 backpacks that were delivered to the elementary schools. 

“We know that there’s a lot of kids in need—especially this time of year,” Luke Burton, 
Owner of Huston Graphics and Printing, said. “With everything you see on the 
news now and social media, I imagine it’s pretty tough being a kid, and especially 
a kid that might be in need or maybe doesn’t have a backpack or maybe has a 
backpack that’s falling apart. I remember starting school and I had my new supplies 
and maybe a couple of new shirts and stuff—we just want every kid to be able to 
experience that.” 

The backpacks were distributed to kids in need on the first day of school. Evans is 
home to six elementary schools, and this was one of many charitable initiatives the 
Evans Police Department has led for children in the Greeley-Evans School District 6. 
In 2018, the Police Department organized National Night Out, Pops N’ Cops, Trunk 
or Treat, Santa Cops, and a coat drive to collect winter coats for children. Community

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Citizens Police Academy kicks off  

Back by popular demand, the Citizens Police Academy, hosted by the 
Evans Police Department kicks off in early September. The eight-
week course runs from September 3rd through October 29th. Most 
classes are held on Tuesday evening from 6pm-9pm, with one half-
day at the range on Saturday, September 21st from 9am-1pm.  

“I definitely would encourage anybody that’s interested in police 
work to take the class,” Former CPA participant Holly Fosdick said. 

“My favorite? The shooting range. We got to try out several different 
weapons. We did a mock crime scene, learning about the drug crisis 
in Weld County right now. I had a lot of fun.”  

The Citizens Police Academy encourages community connections 
and is designed to familiarize individuals with the day-to-day operations of the police department. Participants have 
the opportunity to learn about crime scenes, investigations, traffic enforcement, accident investigation, SWAT, narcotics, 
firearms, and less lethal force.  

“It was extremely well organized. There was no downtime. You got here, you got to work, and you got out. It was really a 
good class,” Fosdick said.  

The program is free of charge. Seating is limited to 25 participants and 
participants must be at least 18 years of age to participate. A background 
check is completed on applicants prior to acceptance.

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2020 Census will be crucial for Evans and Weld County

Why It Matters
Hospitals. Fire departments. Schools. Even 
roads and highways. The census can shape many 
different aspects of your community. Each year, 
the results help determine how more than $675 
billion in federal funding is distributed to states 
and communities. It’s also mandated by the 
Constitution: The U.S. has counted its population 
every 10 years since 1790.

What to Expect in 2020
By April 2020, households will receive an invitation to participate in the census. You’ll then have three options to respond: online, 
by phone, or by mail. We’ll mark Census Day on April 1, 2020, with events across the country. This is a key date for the 2020 count: 
When completing the census, you’ll note where you are living on April 1.

Am I Required to Respond to the Census?
Yes, all people living in the United States, Puerto Rico, American Samoa, Commonwealth of the Northern Mariana Islands, Guam, 
and the U.S. Virgin Islands are required by law to be counted in the 2020 Census. 

Why It’s Required
Getting a complete and accurate census count is critically important. That’s why your response is required by law. If you do not 
respond, the U.S. Census Bureau will follow up in person to collect the information.

Why is the census so important? The results are used to determine how many seats your state gets in Congress. State and local 
officials also use census counts to draw boundaries for congressional districts, state legislative districts, and school districts.

And just as you are required by law to participate, the Census Bureau is bound by law to protect your answers. Your responses are 
used only to produce statistics. The Census Bureau does not disclose any personal information.

Starting in 2019, you may begin to notice census takers in your neighborhood. This is a normal part of the 2020 Census 
preparation and data collection process. Census field representatives will also continue to collect information for the American 
Community Survey (ACS) and other ongoing surveys.

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Why Does the Census Bureau Do This?
You might see census takers in your neighborhood for a few different reasons:

• They are verifying addresses in preparation for the census.
• They are collecting responses to the census or another survey.
• They are dropping off census materials.
• They are conducting quality checks on the census.

Census takers who verify addresses are called address canvassers. They help ensure an accurate and complete count by verifying 
address lists across a wide area of physical geography, housing structures, and residence types. Part of this effort involves census 
takers on the ground noting where houses, apartments, shelters, and other residences are located. 
Census takers will begin visiting homes in 2020 to collect responses from those who did not respond online, by phone, or by mail. 
At the same time, there will be other surveys ongoing, such as the American Community Survey, so there will also be census field 
representatives visiting homes for other reasons as well.

How Can I Verify the Identity of a Census Worker?
If you are visited by someone from the U.S. Census Bureau, here are some tips to assure the validity of the field representative:

• Census takers must present an ID badge that includes a photograph of the field representative, a Department of Commerce  
  watermark, and an expiration date.

• Note that census workers may be carrying a Census Bureau phone or a laptop as well as a bag with a Census Bureau logo.
• If you still have questions, call 800-923-8282 to speak with a local Census Bureau representative. 

How Can I Avoid Being Visited at Home by Census Workers?
The best way to avoid being visited at home is to fill out your 2020 Census online, by phone, or by mail. Households will receive 
an invitation to begin participating in the census by April 1, 2020.

This is the first time ever that you’ll be able to respond to the census online!

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Evans Celebrates 150 Years:
Colony Fence
Before 1871, what is now the City of Greeley was predominantly used for cattle ranching and grazing.  As settlers began to congregate 
and make their homes in this area, they naturally began to grow their personal crops and gardens on their homesteads.  The cattle from 
Greeley and the surrounding areas were free to roam, and because of this they would wander onto the settler’s properties and help 
themselves to these gardens and fields (and anything they contained).

In 1871, costing a sum of over 
twelve-thousand dollars, a 
fence was built around the 
community which was known 
as the Union Colony.  The 
structure was appropriately 
named the Colony Fence, 
and was constructed to keep 
cattle away from the residents 
and their crops.  There were 
two gates along the fence 
which were locked between 
April and October, and in 
order to enter or exit these 
gates one would have to have 
a gatekeeper grant them 
access.  Curiously, the Fence 
was not entirely enclosed, 
meaning cattle were still 

finding ways to enter the area.  In response, the Greeley colonists began to take 
the ranchers’ cattle that made it through the fence and relocate them to a barn (a 
sort of “cattle pound”); the only way to get the cattle back was to pay the Greeley 
colonists a large fine.  

Tempers were hot between Greeley and the surrounding areas regarding this, 
and eventually the Fence was taken down in 1874 when open range ranching was 
becoming less and less prevalent.  Greeley continued to take possession of cattle 
when they wandered into the area, however.  During a visit to the Greeley History 
Museum, we were able to find an archived letter from the Greeley mayor’s office 
dated from 1890 that addressed a petition sent to the office from a group of Evans 
citizens.  The citizens of Evans argued that because the fence was not the specific 
property of Greeley, they had no right to take it down (which basically made it 
easier for their cattle to wander into Greeley, and thus be taken captive).  Reading 
through the letter you can see the interesting predicaments that both sides of 
the argument contained: a) as a Greeley citizen, you were sick and tired of free-
roaming cattle eating your lawn and garden; b) as an Evans citizen, you were sick 
and tired of your cattle being stolen for doing what cattle are prone to do.
